Research on Professional Responsibility and Ethics in Accounting is devoted to
publishing research and cases that focus on the professional responsibilities of
accountants and how they deal with the ethical issues they face.

Interactions between accountants, regula-
tors, standard setters, and industries also have ethical components. Research into
the nature of these interactions, resulting dilemmas, and how and why account-
ants resolve them is the focus of this journal.
